
Blackjack uses a standard 52-card deck, with six
decks per shoe at each table.

When playing blackjack, the object is to reach
"21" or blackjack without going over 21.

All numbered cards are their face value, Face
cards (King, Queen, Jack) are worth 10, and
an Ace is worth 1 or 11, which ever is better
for your hand.

Each player places a wager to start the game. After all wages are placed, each
player is dealt two-cards face up, with the dealer receiving one card face up and
one face down. If your cards at this time do not equal “21” you must decide to
“hit” or “stand”.

If you would like another card, you may tap the table for a “hit” and the dealer
will deal you another card face up. If the cards you receive take you over “21”, you
go “broke”. If you choose to “stand” that means you are satisfied with your cards
and do not want anymore.

The play continues to move from left to right until each player has had the opportunity
to “hit” or “stand”. The dealer will then turn over their card. If the dealer’s hand
is less than 16, the dealer must draw. If the dealers hand total is 17 or more, the
dealer must stand.

If you make a total of 21 with the first two cards, you win automatically with a
'Blackjack'. If you have Blackjack, you will win unless the dealer also has Blackjack,
in which case it is a Push or a Tie and you get your bet back.

Options When Playing Blackjack
While playing Blackjack, there are some options that may give you an advantage.

Doubling Down
If you are dealt a strong hand and would like to double your bet, you can
double down. To do this, you may add an additional wager to your initial wager
from the tables’ minimum bet up to the amount of your first wager. When you
double down, you must take only one more card.

Splitting Pairs
If your first two cards are of equal value, you have the option of “splitting”
them into two separate hands. To do this, you need to add a second wager
that is the same amount of your first wager. The dealer will move your cards
apart, giving you two hands to play on. You may take as many additional cards
as you want on either of the hands you have made. The only exception to this
is when aces are split. You can double down to get another card on aces.

Insurance
If the dealer has an ace, they may have Blackjack. If this happens, the dealer
will offer all players the opportunity to take insurance against the possibility
that they have a perfect two card “21”. This is offered at the start of the hand.

When you think that the dealer does have a Blackjack, you may choose to place
a secondary wager on the insurance line. This wager must be half as much as the
first wager. If it turns out that the dealer does have a Blackjack, you will save all
of the money that you wagered. If the dealer does not have Blackjack, you will
lose the wager on the insurance line and the hand will be played out.

CARD VALUE
King = 10
Queen = 10
Jack = 10
Ace = 1 or 11
2 - 9 = 2 - 9
